Stretching Hands Inc., (S.H.I.N.C.) is a 501c3 grassroots NGO dually registered in New
York, USA and Belize, Central America. The initiative of the organization, is to aid in a
solution toward socioeconomic hardships. S.H.I.N.C will promote methods that are
economically viable, environmentally sound, and protect public health. The mission is
to mitigate health and economic disparities prevailing in global communities. Through
the development of tangible solutions, strategic planning and implementation, the
Organization’s initiative will be to engage in efforts that will positively impact the lives
of people stricken by health and economic crisis globally.

Food Insecurity has become a crisis for several nations - especially for low to middle
income regions. The socioeconomic disenfranchisement creates a marginalization
regarding accessibility, affordability, and quality; leaving the clear majority to settle
for G.M.O. processed foods. The lack of affordability, and in-access to fresh fruits,
vegetables, and Whole Foods, are the catalyst to the many food related diseases
prevalent in America — especially the United States. Contributing towards a solution to
this disparity, SHINC has developed "The Green Canopy Project.”

The Green Canopy project is an agri-voltaic sustainable Agriculture Food Security
project. The core of the project is to aide in the decrease of identified Food deserts
across America. Utilizing agri-voltaics sustainable agricultural practices, the natural
resources will be managed in a way that maintain ecosystem functions to support
current, as well as future human need. The G.C.P. will also contribute to the access and
affordability of nutritious and healthy foods in the USA, while simultaneously
increasing the socioeconomic living standard of Belize.



04. PROJECTUNDERTAKING

Description of Project Undertaking

Located in Cayo District, Tea- kettle, Belize, S.H.I.N.C has been granted access to several acres
of land toward the Green Canopy Project. Permitted by the United States Department of
Agriculture (USDA), and Belize Agricultural Health Authority (BAHA), five acres of land will
cultivate 5 certified nutritious non-genetically modified organics for local and international
distribution. To date, SHINC has invested $6,500 USD towards the clearing of the first 3 acres.

Wanting to be more productive with a faster turnaround time, crops that yield within 3-6
months have been chosen for planting. These chosen crops include peppers, plantains,
beans, and okra. These will be cultivated and distributed for export across the Americas,
inclusive of the United States. They will be sold in the local farmers’ markets and
participating supermarkets at affordable prices for the community. The proceeds from these
sales will go toward the socioeconomic growth and development of Belize.

The uniqueness of the GCP project, is the "Green" combination of agriculture and solar
energy. The Green Canopy will be a farm that is completely fueled by solar panels. Through
our consortium with Renewable Energy Works LLC, we will develop a farm sustained by solar
panels only. Based on the research conducted by Renewable Energy Works LLC, Belize
utilizes .2% solar — with majority of the power coming from Mexico.

Patronizing the local industrial workers/owners encourages a shared capacity for self-help
and community inclusion; facilitating economic growth and partnership. Through this we
are afforded the opportunity to contribute to the economic growth of the country. The
project will not only develop another level of economic strength and independence for
Belize and Belizean people, but it will also increase the livelihoods of the American citizens.

The Green Canopy contributes to an increase in food supply and economic growth, while
also contributing to a decrease in pollution.

The SHINC target market will be local markets within Belize, and also international markets
through export of the crops. Support from BelizeINVEST, and EXPORTBelize, both units at
BELTRAIDE along with other agencies will assist in the international marketing component.
Our target market are communities currently identified as food deserts by the USDA and
FAO, as well as any persons who are economically suffering throughout the world. Social
Media, and other platforms for internet promotion will allow for the crops to be delivered,
and exported from Belize to individuals who are looking to purchase quality organic food,
without having to pay an inflated price.

07. SUPPORTING JUSTIFICATION @ PROJECTFEASIBILITY

Across the Americas, genetically modified foods have been replacing natural non-G.M.O.
foods, especially in the United States of America. Major food corporations have gravitated
toward G.M.O foods, due to the longer shelf life, insect/disease resistance, and climate
tolerance. These factors have made G.M.O a more attractive alternative because of the
longer yield of crop. These longer yields contribute to more profit, however at what cost?

According to Dr. Sandra Young article “GMO+ Nutritional foods content”, the modification
of food can lead to unintended consequences. She states that, “The unintended
consequences of genetic modifications include an increase potential for new allergens in the
food supply. The allergy increase has proven to be one of the biggest health challenges with
G.M.O foods.” Throughout the USA, allergies have become a focal health issue — occurring
in approximately 2% of adults and 5% of children.

In 2017, Fair Health, an organization that houses the U.S.A.’s largest database of
Medicare/private health insurance claims, conducted a data analysis. The results of the data
analysis demonstrated that anaphylactic food reactions rose 377% from 2007-2016. Fair
Health was then commissioned by F.A.R.E (Food Allergy and Research Education) to write
an article about the results. The article discussed the food allergy data that was constructed
to specifically identify food reactions. Utilizing insurance claims as the focal data point,
peanuts, tree nuts, and other specific foods, ranked the highest increases.

These observations are evident of a long-term research topic within the United States.
Through monitoring of food securities by different organizations and initiatives of the
international, national, and regional scale, these findings have now become of global
concern.
